Homeowners in the Green Hills Farm community:

The Green Hills Farm Architecture and Environmental Review Committee (AERC) is responsible for ensuring that all homeowners follow our community covenants. The AERC will be conducting a complete inspection of our community starting May 7. As permitted by the by-laws and covenants, AERC members may enter onto your property to verify compliance.
Some of the most evident and easily correctable problems are:

1. Broken fence posts and downed fence rails

2. Trashcans in view from the street or consistently left at driveway entrance

3. Grills and other “backyard” recreational items visible from the street

4. Mailboxes inconsistent with community standards

5. Landscaping in need of routine maintenance

6. Wood trim in need of paint and/or replacement

7. Oversized and/or recreational vehicles parked in residential driveways or on the street

In addition to these problem areas, the AERC will also be looking for items that have been erected or are in the process of being erected for which a properly submitted “Modification Proposal” form has not been submitted to, reviewed by, and approved by the AERC. Examples that have been noted in the neighborhood in the past are new structures added without proper approval by the AERC (such as decks, balconies, sheds, playsets, and additional fencing).
Homeowners found in violation will receive a written notice defining the infraction with a deadline as to by when the correction must be completed. Members of the AERC intend to follow up with each homeowner in violation of the covenants in an attempt to resolve matters as quickly as possible. If violations are not corrected within the required time, additional notices and fines will follow.

If you are unsure if your residence is in violation of the above mentioned items, you may wish to review your copy of the Green Hills Farm covenants and correct the violations as soon as possible. Refer to Article VII of the Covenants for guidelines and restrictions.

For those of you who may receive a violation notice, please read your notice carefully and satisfy the infraction.
